Making Predictions

	A prediction is a guess about what will happen in the future. You can learn to make smart guesses about what will happen next in a story. Use information that you have read and your knowledge of the real world to help you make accurate predictions.



Remember that a good prediction is what will MOST LIKELY happen next. It is not what you WISH would happen next.

To make a smart guess about what will happen next:
· Think about information that you already know from real life. Use what you know about events and actions from your own life.

· Look at the events that already happened in the passage. The next event will most likely have something to do with what already happened.

· Look at how the characters feel. People do different things when they are happy, sad, angry, or scared.

· Look for a pattern. Characters will probably do the same thing each time they are faced with the same problem or task.

· See if the characters have learned a lesson. If characters get in trouble for doing something wrong, they will probably behave better in the future.
