example:

     Caves do not get hungry, and they do not devour things. People get hungry, and they devour food. However, the opening of a cave can function like and looks like a human mouth. The writer uses personification to show that the cave is something that is large enough to swallow a man, in a sense.

Writers use personification to make their story exciting and fun. All kinds of things can act human in stories—toys, animals, even a cave.
