Problem and Solution

A problem is a question that needs an answer:

· How can our school raise the $10,000 we need to replace our computers?

· How can we decrease the number of boating accidents on Lake Mead?

· How can people be encouraged to recycle?

A solution is the answer to a question. Ideally, problems have more than one good solution, and people can choose the best solution for their particular situation.
In your reading, you will often encounter problems and solutions. A journalist may write about a problem facing an individual or a community.

As a reader, your job is to identify problems and solutions correctly. You can then analyze both the problem and the solution. Has the problem been correctly identified? Whose problem is it? Have all reasonable solutions been identified? Which solution is best in this particular situation?
